Welcome to the oldfashioned fun of human-powered FREE sledding at the
Runway Sledding Hilll For questions, please call the Breckenridge
Recreation Center at 970-453-1734 during regular business hours.
Sledding has an inherent risk of injury. Participants assume all risk associated
with the use of the Runway Sledding Hill and its facilities.

Hours: The Runway is a public park with no specific hours of operation. The
sledding hill closes at sunset — the area is not lighted after dark and a noise
ordinance goes into effect at 10:00pm.

Lift Access: The Runway does not have lift or magic carpet access to the top of
the hill. Please climb/walk up the north side of the hill to access sledding.

Sled Rental: The Runway is BYOS (Bring Your Own Sleds). Sleds and inner
tubes are not available to rent, though users often leave theirs for others to use —
please look for the “Sled Shed” next to the hill. Purchase sleds at local grocery
stores, thrift stores, or check if your lodging provider might have some to borrow.

Parking/Public Transportation: Free parking is available at the Airport Lot,
which is also skier parking. The Airport Lot is easily accessible from the center of
town via the Breckenridge Free Ride Gray Route Northside. Cars parked in
private parking lots on Airport Road will be towed.

Restrooms: A portable toilet is located in the parking lot behind the hill.

Dining/Concessions: Food and beverage service nor seating is available at
the hill. Nearby restaurants include Coa Cantina and the Breckenridge Distillery.
